    CHATEAUNEUF DU PAPE
The origin of the name Vieux Lazaret dates back to the 18th century when there existed in the centre of the village of Châteauneuf-du-Pape a hospice or Lazaret. This offered comfort and shelter for the poor and infirm, provided by the Lazarists; A silent order of monks founded in 1625 by St Vincent de Paul to look after the sick and the needy in the French countryside. The buildings fell into disuse and were sold by the Commune during the 19th century to the Quiot family and used as agricultural buildings. Being situated in the village of Châteauneuf-du-Pape and close to other properties owned by the Quiot family, these original buildings have today been extended and modernised, and now form the main centre of the agricultural activities of Vignobles Jérôme Quiot.

This is largest estate in Chateauneuf du Pape covering over 250 acres in 35 different parcels, with consequent complexity of soil types. Up to date winemaking techniques coupled with rigorous selection produce harmonious wines of great generosity. The Quiot family has owned vineyards in the region for over 200 years.
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Chateauneuf du Pape Blanc


The white is a blend of 45% Grenache Blanc, 30% Clairette, 20% Bourboulenc and 5% of barrel fermented Roussanne 


A delicious, dry white, it has a fresh acidity, married to a round, long flavor with aromas of honey and almonds. As the wine ages, it becomes riper with flavors of fruit confits and minerals. 





Chateauneuf du Pape Rouge


The red is a blend of 67% Grenache, 22% Syrah, 5% Mourvedre and 6% is the other 10 grapes of Chateauneuf du Pape.


 It has a full, deep colour with the bouquet of black fruits and spice, with ripe fruit flavours, good length and well balanced tannins. The wines can be preserved for 8 to 12 years according to the vintage.





Chateauneuf du Pape Rouge “Cuvee Exceptionelle”


The blend is 40% Grenache and 60% Syrah 


The Cuvee Exceptionelle of Domaine du Vieux Lazaret is the result of a selection from the best vats. This wine is characterized by aromatic richness plus power and ripeness of the tannins. The Cuvee Exceptionelle is only produced in the very best vintages. with a long vinification and aging in oak casks which provides beautiful complexity of aromas.





Cotes de Ventoux


This blend is 65% Grenache, 20% Syrah, 10% Cinsault and 5% Carignan 


An estate of 30 acres, surrounding a charming old farmhouse, at the foot of Mount Ventoux in the appellation Cotes de Ventoux .. A surprisingly elegant and well balanced wine with forward fruit and interesting spicy flavors.
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
